1. Initial Paramedic and PS Training Programs

Mercy College of Health Sciences:
Discussion focused on the Mercy College of Health Sciences PS Program. It was the committees understanding after our last meeting (that was attended by the schools provost and associate dean) that a representative would attend our next meeting and provide answers to questions generated at the previous meeting. These questions included:

· Method to improve communications

· Address course pre-requisites and methods to revise or provide them

· Meeting the needs of the non-traditional student.

· Meeting the needs for a fast track style PS program similar to what has previously been offered by the School of EMS

No representative from the school was present. The committee is very concerned that needs for PS training for the short and long term will not be met by the Mercy College of Health Sciences. It was decided to contact Teresa Smith, Associate Dean and request a meeting within the next two weeks to determine if the school was willing to answer the above questions. (Dan Keough will try to facilitate the meeting)
The group is concerned that for many years Mercy Hospital prided itself by providing quality EMS education and meeting the needs of area services for their EMT and Paramedic training. The group feels that the current priority is the entry level, degree seeking, college student rather than the non-traditional student utilized by central Iowa area services. 
Other Paramedic Program Providers:
While the group remains hopeful that we can continue to work with Mercy College it was recommended to begin the process of working with other providers to see if they can meet our training needs in the Des Moines Metro area as well. Assignments were made for initial contact with follow-up at the next meeting.

Clive FD just finished a Basic class with Mary Greeley Medical Center. This is the fourth program that CIEMSD member services have utilized this training agency for. Ankeny and Altoona’s recruit academy will be utilizing them for a fifth program starting in August.
